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Controls and Indicators
CONTROLS AND INDICATORS

Controls and indicators for the Military 4x4 vehicle are the same as described in the owner’s manual for the
Carryall 294 vehicle except for the ignition and light switches.

IGNITION SWITCH

The keyless ignition switch (1) is mounted on the instrument panel to the right of the steering column
(Figure 1). It has four positions: PREHEAT, OFF, ON, and START. To preheat glow plugs in cold weather, turn
the switch to the PREHEAT position and hold for 10-15 seconds. Then turn the switch all the way to the
START position and hold until the engine starts. If the engine does not start after 10-15 seconds, return the
switch to the OFF position and repeat procedure. Once the engine starts, release the switch and it will return
to the ON position. The engine will idle in neutral. The engine will continue to idle until the switch is turned to
the OFF position.

Turn the switch to PREHEAT position if the temperature falls below 23°F (=5°C). Do not hold the switch in the
PREHEAT position longer than 20 seconds.

LIGHT SWITCH

The light switch (2) is located on the left side of the instrument panel below the fuel gauge/hour meter
(Figure 1). It has three positions: HEADLIGHTS ON, OFF, and BLACK-OUT ON. Place the switch in the
HEADLIGHTS ON position to activate headlights. Place the switch in the BLACK-OUT ON position to activate
the black-out lights. The headlights and black-out lights will not function simultaneously.

NOTE: Using the lights for extended periods of time without the engine running, or with the engine idling,
will discharge the battery.
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Loading and Unloading

LOADING AND UNLOADING

A WARNING

¢ Do not exceed the rated capacity of the vehicle. Overloading can affect vehicle handling or
cause component failure, resulting in loss of control of vehicle and possible severe personal

injury.

The Military 4x4 is equipped with bed tie-downs to secure cargo. Center and secure cargo with bed tie-downs
as far forward as possible in the cargo bed. Do not overload the vehicle.

TRANSPORTING VEHICLE

The Military 4x4 is equipped with vehicle tie-downs for use when transporting the vehicle. Secure vehicle
using front and rear tie-downs.

A WARNING

e The vehicle tie-downs are not intended for use as a lifting device. This vehicle is not equipped
with any lifting provisions.
